Reading: John 6:1-14, 22a, 24b, 25-35.

READER A reading from the Gospel of John.

After this Jesus went to the other side of the Sea of Galilee, also called the Sea of Tiberias. A large
crowd kept following him, because they saw the signs that he was doing for the sick. Jesus went up
the mountain and sat down there with his disciples. Now the Passover, the festival of the Jews, was
near. When he looked up and saw a large crowd coming toward him, Jesus said to Philip, "Where are
we to buy bread for these people to eat?” He said this to test him, for he himself knew what he was
going to do. Philip answered him, “Six months’ wages would not buy enough bread for each of them
to get a little.” One of this disciples, Andrew, Simon Peter’s brother, said to him, “There is a boy here
who has five barley loaves and two fish. But what are they among so many people?” Jesus said, "Make
the people sit down.” Now there was a great deal of grass in the place; so they sat down, about five
thousand in all. Then Jesus took the loaves, and when he had given thanks, he distributed them to
those who were seated; so also the fish, as much as they wanted. When they were satisfied, he told
his disciples, “Gather up the fragments left over, so that nothing may be lost.” So they gathered them
up, and from the fragments of the five barley loaves, left by those who had eaten, they filled twelve
baskets. When the people saw the sign that he had done, they began to say, “This is indeed the
prophet who is to come into the world.”

When they found him on the other side of the sea, they said to him, "Rabbi, when did you come
here?” Jesus answered them, “Very truly, | tell you, you are looking for me, not because you saw
signs, but because you ate your fill of the loaves. Do not work for the food that perishes, but for the
food that endures for eternal life, which the Son of Man will give you. For it is on him that God the
Father has set his seal.”

So they
said to him, "What sign are you going to give us then, so that we may see it and believe you? What
work are you performing?

Sources and Notes

An effort has been made to incorporate sensory elements into each of the worship services.
American Protestant worship, which has historically been heavily influenced by puritanical strains of
Calvinism, and which has been the most dominant religious force in the United States, often downplays
sensory elements. Since the Second Vatican Council of the Catholic Church, however, non-Catholic
Christians have rediscovered many of the virtues of worship which engages all of the senses. This
movement has been led especially by the communities of Taizé and lona, both of which have their roots
in Reformed traditions.

Visual symbols, especially, have been chosen for the immediacy of recognition they provide. Aside
from auditory elements, which rightly have their place as the primary sensory aspect of worship, visual
elements are especially important as a means of communication during worship.

Each conferee will be given a small notepad on which to write prayer requests. There will be a
prayer request drop box in the First Baptist Church chapel throughout the conference. Each day before
the last service of the day, the drop box will be emptied and all the prayer requests will be incorporated
into the worship service.

HYMN FESTIVAL

Prelude. The Prelude and Fugue in E-flat Major by J.S. Bach is played today for thematic reasons. This monumental organ
work is considered by many to be Bach'’s greatest testament to the Christian doctrine of the Trinity; hence its appropriateness in
a liturgy in which the Nicene Creed forms a central role. In this great organ piece, as in so many other works, Bach's theology is
supported by numerology. The predominance of the number three is impossible to overlook: the piece is in the key of three flats;
the prelude has three themes; and the three sections of the fugue end in measures 36, 81 and 117 — all multiples of three. Enjoy
Bach’s genius as preacher as well as his more obvious pre-eminence as composer.
